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corner of the chamber between the side stones. 
This was a secondary burial, with the bones no 
longer in anatomical alignment. As we can see 
from these multiple burials, the chamber was 
used for a group burial, with a likely temporal gap 
between the internments. It should be noted that 
beyond Grave No. 15, Graves No. 13 and 14 also 
contained group burials. Grave No. 14 was heavily 

damaged; however, judging by the number of skulls 
discovered in different parts of the grave, we can be 
sure that at least three people were buried within 
it. An analogous situation can be seen in Grave 13. 
Here, the remains of two individuals were found, 
one of which is a secondary burial visible in the 
southwestern corner, similar to Grave No. 15.
